   a. We all go astray in our thoughts and in our words. 
 
   b. We want to be in the right, but we are incapable. 
 
   c. Seeking the Lord to bring us back is the grace of God. 
 
  2. What it is. 
 

a. God’s grace is Him doing something for us. It is undeserved help upon 
undeserved help from God. 
 
b. God’s grace is basic to the ministry. He must begin it and continue it. 
(Matthew 15:13) 
 
c. Faith takes what grace offers. Grace cannot work unless it is responded 
to in humility. 
 
d. The last thing you can always do is trust.
